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The joint meeting of the Ohio Council of Chief Academic Officers and the Ohio Council for Student Development was called to order at 10:00 AM by Fred Law.  

I. The first order of business was for each person to introduce themselves. 

II.  “Best practices to retain-at-risk students” was presented by Hank Dunn and Anna Mays from Sinclair Community College.   
III. Discussion of late registration and early payment polices.  At Sinclair Community College the deadline for Financial Aid to be guaranteed for the term is to have your forms submitted six weeks before the term begins.   Ninety-nine percent of their students register before the term begins. The college does plan for exceptions and the deans have some flexibility dealing with late students. These exceptions can be allowed only until the second class meeting.  If a dean offers an exception to a student, the dean is responsible to report the exception and report the outcomes of the granted exception.  

III. Chair Academy of Leadership Development.  With the early tally, there were over 50 possible persons interested in being a part of this training. The cost will be approximately $1,260 per person for the two years of training.   We are looking at a date in July or August, 2005 for the first year.  It was decided that the training would be hosted by COTC, Newark, Ohio.
The joint meeting continued with discussion over lunch.

The Business Meeting Ohio Council of the Chief Academic Officers was called to order at 1:10 by Fred Law.

A gift was presented to Elaine Pontillo from the CAO for her leadership, dedication, and friendship to the organization.  She has accepted a new position in the state of Indiana.

I. The minutes of the prior meeting were accepted.

II. The Treasurer’s report was accepted. The 2005 Audit Committee reviewed the 2004 accounting records and found everything to be in good order.

III. Website Update - The new webpage was discussed.  Our goal is to have each college’s logo on the webpage, so each person was reminded to send an electronic copy of our logo to Fred.    Tom will look into having several student workers scan our prior minutes and financial reports into an electronic format that can be posted on our web site.  
IV. OLN – e-Learning in Ohio - Kate Carey, Ohio Learning Network would like to come to our March meeting to discuss the document “e-Learning in Ohio.”  She is interested in our input and critiques regarding this document.  Fred will put the report on our web site in the resources category. 

V. OBR Program Viability Review -As the Ohio Board of Regents approves new programs, there will be a program viability review 3-5 years after the implementation of the program.  Kathy Hill just sent a copy of the report to Fred this morning and he will have it put on our website.
VI.  Tri-C Representation – Fred brought to the group regarding a request from Tri-C to have two individuals to be put on the CAO directory.  The group unanimously agreed that there should be only one official CAO representative to our group.    
VII. Center for Educational Leadership- Karen Wells serves on the committee of this center from U of Toledo.  She has recommended some of the CAOs to participate in an upcoming forum on CC-University Partnership at the end of April.  Those who agree to participate have to write a position paper on the topic chosen.  
VIII. Academic Bill of Rights – Andy had sent everyone a copy of the Bill.  The group decided to let OACC to take a lead in monitoring this bill.  OEA and AAUP are both watching closely the development of this bill.
IX. Statewide Committee Reports
